· Puppies will be raised with Puppy Culture, worked on crate training, leash training, learning basic commands and good manners, and potty training until they are sent to their forever homes.
· Any puppy that does not work out in their original home (At any age of the puppy's life) will be returned to the seller at the buyer’s expense. The puppy will be re-homed by the seller. Any net profit after boarding is deducted may be returned to buyer. 


· All pups are bought with an individual signed contract to ensure safe homes. Meaning if pup is neglected, abused, abandoned, surrendered, contract violated, needed to be rehomed or simply not wanted anymore then it is guaranteed the pup will be returned to original breeder without refund. IF THE PUPPY IS SURRENDERED TO A SHELTER *I, THE BREEDER* HAVE THE POWER OF ATTORNEY TO PICK UP THAT PUPPY EVEN IF IT WERE 'SOLD' UNDER BREACH OF CONTRACT AND HAS NEW OWNERS. If for any reason the pup is not returned or is returned injured and/or neglected, double the original purchase fee will be demanded.  
· UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES is the dog/puppy to be placed in a pet shop, animal shelter, or
· similar establishment. Initial: ______
· UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES is the dog/puppy to be used in fighting, or similar activities.

· Buyer understands and accepts when signing the agreement that: “Koori Yama'” will be included as a prefix on puppy’s registered name.
All magazine advertisements relating to dog showing or other events will include Koori Yama Siberians as the “Breeder”.
· The Seller does not guarantee against Entropion (for example only) or any other common health issues, such as diarrhea, wormy stool, coccidiosis, ear mites, external parasites, pyoderma, demodectic mange, and stress due to shipping or new environment once the puppy leaves the Seller. Initial: ______

· The Seller is not responsible for immunity level, mites, pneumonia, mange, heartworm, ringworm, conjunctivitis, fleas, ticks, and ear infections, etc once the puppy has left the Seller’s hands. Buyer is responsible for keeping their puppy away from contaminated areas, as well as out of the heat and cold, drafty places. Initial: ______
· Minor health problems that can be cured by medication or surgery are not covered by ANY GUARANTEE once the puppy has left the Seller. Initial: ______
· The Buyer agrees to provide annual vet exams, including heart worm checks and preventatives, to do all vaccinations yearly (I encourage you to titer test), and keep the records. Failure to comply with and provide documentation of those requirements voids all guarantees. The Buyer further warrants that the puppy will be kept in appropriate conditions for its health and welfare and that the puppy will be fed a suitable diet for its age and condition. Puppy has to receive regular boosters vaccinations. Puppy must receive all necessary veterinary care to maintain its good health. Remember to keep your puppy clean. Grooming is recommended every 4 to 6 weeks. Initial: ______


· I, ________________________________, as the Seller, further guarantee your puppy for it's LIFETIME from the date of his/her birth against life threatening genetic defects, meaning the puppy will die because of the defect. If within that time a life threatening genetic defect is found, Seller will replace this puppy with another puppy of equal quality and sex. Also, your puppy must have all needed vaccinations by a licensed veterinarian and currently be on heartworm preventative. In the unlikely event of your puppy’s death in 2 years from the birth due to a life threatening genetic defect, a signed statement from a licensed veterinarian confirming such an event and an autopsy is required. Please note that UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES will the Seller be responsible for veterinary or medical bills incurred. Autopsy bills must be paid by the Buyer. If the puppy dies within 2 years of birth, then a necropsy must be performed by a DVM and results must be sent to the Seller in writing before a replacement puppy will be considered. The results of the necropsy will determine whether a replacement puppy will be given. If no puppy of equal value is available, the purchase price of the said puppy will be put towards the price of one that is available. 
 It is up to the new owner to keep the puppy out of contagious or infected areas  Initial: ______

· The dog must never have been used for breeding (unless being placed with co-ownership or full rights), not be overweight, and must still be with it’s original owner.  No replacement will be given if the dog has been over exercised during their growth period, which is running with or “jumping” the dog excessively in play. 
No refunds will be given. This is a replacement contract ONLY. 

A replacement puppy will be sent to the buyer at the buyer’s expense only if the original puppy has documentation of neutering or spaying after the age of 24 months and has all appropriate veterinarian proof (X-ray, signed veterinarian documents and OFA results). 
If neutered/spayed before 24 months then contract is VOID.
· No replacements for temperament are given as this is environmental and the Buyer’s responsibility. As a responsible breeder, I expect that this puppy is properly socialized and should attend puppy obedience classes. As breeders, we do everything possible to produce dogs of sound mind (temperament) and body. Some responsibility is the Buyer’s as to proper feeding, exercise, socializing, and training, all of which have a bearing on the end results of a sound adult dog. The seller is not responsible for any damage to property that the puppy might do at any given age. If you, the buyer, get the puppy AKC CGC (Canine Good Citizen) tested before the puppy is 8 months old, a refund of $50 will be given upon receipt of a copy of the CGC Certificate. If you decide to show the puppy or participate in dog sports and they receive titles then a refund of $30 for each title. Initial: ______


· Recognizing the many disorders that have been linked to improper nutrition of the siberian husky puppy, the Buyer agrees NOT to feed any Large Breed puppy food, as the protein levels are too high for Large Breed Dogs. The Buyer agrees to feed only top quality dog food with appropriate protein level for siberian huskies, which is about 26% OR LESS. Proof of adequate diet must be made available, with calcium levels at or below 1.2% and phosphorus levels at or below .8%. Any guarantee placed on this puppy will be voided if it is found that the puppy has been improperly fed and no documentation of brand/quality can be provided to dispute the fact. It is recommended that you keep record/receipts showing the type of food you are purchasing for your puppy while under the contract period in order to avoid any dispute. We recommend whole prey raw or 80/10/10 percentages for feeding raw, Loyall Life, Earthborn, Halo, Merrick, or Victor brands (there are many others that we will approve as well this is just the short list). Initial: ______
This contract contains the entire agreement between the parties and no statement or verbal agreements made by either party that are not contained in this written contract shall be valid or binding. This contract may not be modified or altered except in writing and if signed by both parties. Violation of this contract will constitute as a BREACH OF CONTRACT, prosecuted by law, and may result in the mandatory confiscation and return of the said puppy to the Seller. If for any reason there should be a dispute, all proceedings are to take place inside of MY county. A civil penalty of $5,000.00 plus court costs will be collected from the buyer if the agreement is not upheld.

Breeder may be contacted at any time for advice and concerns. Please do not hesitate to call if you have questions about your puppy. An occasional update and picture of puppy would be greatly appreciated. New owners must keep address and phone number current with Breeder. Legal actions will be taken to return puppy to Breeder if reports of neglect are indicated. It is our sincere desire to find Forever Homes for our puppies. Do not take ownership of a puppy lightly, if you are not prepared to care for this puppy for his entire lifetime then do not purchase one of our puppies. We do understand that there are situations that cannot be helped or foreseen. If for ANY reason the new owners can no longer keep the puppy they MUST notify Breeder immediately and the puppy must be returned to the Breeder. You may not resale a puppy you buy from us without our permission. Under no circumstance is a Koori Yama Siberians puppy ever to be taken to the Humane Society or turned over to a Rescue Organization. Humane Societies and Rescue Organizations are for unwanted puppies - no Koori Yama Siberians puppy is ever unwanted. We will take back any puppy that we produce or sell. Legal action will be taken against the Purchaser if you do not make arrangements to have the puppy returned to us. By signing this contract, you are accepting that responsibility.

We do NOT recommend Science Diet as it does have corn and other fillers in it which is not good for your dog.

Daily Supplements- 1 NuVet Wafer per day

Give frozen raw bones and meat 2-3 times per week (Feed this by itself) 

Safe cuts are: 
Chicken - Whole Backs 
Chicken - Whole Leg Quarters 
Pork - Pigs feet 
Turkey- Necks. 

Always keep raw meat frozen until it is time to feed to your dog. Do NOT cut up into small pieces for your dog.

What Is The Negative Scientific Information About Spay/Neuter
The Pet Overpopulation-Pet Neuter Fallacy 
Although it is true that neutered pets cannot breed, the pets that contribute to the pet over-population problem are not the ones owned by responsible people who have their pets spayed and neutered. It is not the fact that a pet is un-neutered that causes pet over-population any more than dogs having teeth is the cause of human dog bites. Owner education and stiff fines for people whose pets run at large are much more effective in controlling pet over-population than surgical procedures.
Your Pet Will Miss Out On The “Miracle Of Birth”
I have clients that are concerned that their dog or cat will miss out on the gratification of childbirth. Many tell me they want their pet to have “just one litter” before they have it neutered. This goes for owners of male pets as well who think their pet should sire at least one litter. The emotional needs of pets are not the same as the emotional needs of people. We think differently. There is no credible evidence that pets miss having litters or romantic liaisons. What is important to them is your love.
Distorted Bone Structure
Distortion of your pet’s body by early-age neutering contributes to a number of diseases – some of which I cover below. As your pet matures, hormones produced by its testes and ovaries determine the shape and length of its bones. When these hormones are removed too soon through neutering before puberty, the bones grow for a longer period and to different proportions. This results in your pet becoming taller with abnormally shaped bones. This change in bone conformation means that angles and forces between bones and ligaments are changed from their natural design and could be more likely to fail. Your dog's knees are particularly at risk. This phenomena has not been studied extensively in dogs, but it has in immature livestock and in children.
Osteosarcoma (Bone Cancer)
We see these bone tumors most frequently in large and giant breeds of dogs that are already predisposed to them through their excessive bone growth. Spay-neuter before one year of age significantly increases the development of these tumors. The problem is very rare in cats and there is no data as to any effect spay/neuter might have.
Hypothyroidism
Hypothyroidism is much more common disease in dogs than cats. Neutered dogs are at a significantly higher risk of developing this condition than those that are not. You can read more about hypothyroidism here.
Weakened Ligaments, Orthopedic Disorders And Subsequent Arthritis
It is difficult to decide when torn cruciate ligaments, hip problems and arthritis occur due to the obesity that often accompanies neutering or when it is due to a decrease in joint strength and altered structure that also accompanies neutering. The inactivity of many neutered pets may also contribute to this. Whatever the cause, veterinarians and others have noticed that all these problems increase in frequency in neutered pets. 
Hip Dysplasia
Some dogs that are neutered young are prone to develop hip dysplasia. 
Obesity
Neutered pets tend to get fat. There is no denying this. There is also no denying that limiting your pets food intake will prevent this. When they do become too chubby, they suffer an increased risk for all the problems that overweight humans face. 
Cruciate Ligament tears
Spayed and neutered dogs have a significantly higher incidence of this disease. You can read more about cruciate ligament problems here.
Urinary Tract Problems
Veterinarians have noticed that it is spayed, overweight, female dogs that suffer the most urinary tract infections. Whether this is due to their obesity that causes vulvar inflammations or the urinary incontinence of low post-spay estrogen levels is unknown. When these female pets were neutered too young , some required later surgery to repair their poorly developed vulvas . This does not appear to be a significant problem in neutered male dogs or in neutered female cats. 
Urinary Incontinence
This is primarily a problem in spayed female dogs. Many of these dogs get better when given female hormone – the ones no longer present after spay.
Urinary Tract Infections
These too are more common in spayed female dogs. But these dogs tend to be overweight which may account for their increased risk.
Diabetes
Neutered pets tend to get fat. And in fat cats, diabetes risk increases dramatically. The situation is not as clear in dogs. The relationship between missing sex hormones, diabetes, obesity, and bone strength is more studied in humans . There is no reason to assume it would differ significantly in our dogs and cats.
Hemangiosarcomas
This form of cancer is most common in dogs. Statistically, it occurs considerably more frequently in pets that are neutered.
